 Sign up in the Ag Dept office 
 Must have 4 current officers sign a paper written by you with the top ten reasons you want to 

become and officer of the Barbers Hill FFA Chapter.     
 Have to go through an interview.  The interview will be after school.   
 Also, you are going to be required to take a test that the Advisors will make up that is going to 

consist of parliamentary procedure, general agriculture and FFA manual questions.  This will also 
take place after school.   Again, these questions will come from the site listed on the 
www.barbershillffa.com website.    

 Chapter elections will be during Ag classes.   
 The candidates will be posted prior to the FFA Banquet. Officer positions will be announced at the 

end of the FFA Banquet     
 President (must be a Junior or Senior), VP, Secretary, Treasurer, Reporter, Sentinel, Student 

Advisor, etc

 Complete 2 semesters of AG SC prior to holding office 
 Be a dues member of the Texas FFA 
 Own an Official FFA jacket and full OD 
 Organize/Hold FFA meetings  
 Attend 75% of FFA Officer meetings 
 Set Program of Activities (at summer meeting) 
 Attend State FFA Convention in July 
 Attend District/Area Conventions 
 Maintain responsibilities of office elected (see chapter handbook) 
 Maintain a positive attitude at all times. 
 Sale 10 or more items in each fundraiser and promote its purpose to assist in your travel 

expenses for the year. 
 Be prepared to fulfill functions of the chapter needs, formulating mail outs, advertisements, 

working with the  
 Young Farmers, assisting with show details, etc. 
 Be ready to make a difference in your community and school.
